MINUTES MIDDLEBURY REPUBLICAN TOWN COMMITTEE MEETING –September 10, 2019

  Chairman Tom King called the meeting to order in Room 26 at about 7:30 pm.
Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.
GUESTS:  Eric Berthel, Ed St. John, David X. Sullivan.
OTHERS PRESENT:  None noted.
APPOINTMENT OF ALTERNATES: Alternate Russell Tolles was appointed to sit in for absent member Francis Brennan.
GUEST COMMENTS: Eric Berthel said he had been at a meeting with Ned Lamont and wasn’t pleased with his less than truthful answers on the economy. Eric recommended bonding for infrastructure rather than tolls because the funding cannot be diverted or skimmed.
Ed St. John said he was thankful this was a non-eventful year. He noted some economic development interest in Middlebury that may occur in future months. He encouraged members to attend Celebrate Middlebury and complimented Betty Proulx on its increasing success.
David X. Sullivan, a federal prosecutor from Danbury and New Fairfield, said he was running for U.S. Congress with an emphasis on the healthcare systems.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING:
Nat Kuppuraj MOTIONED to accept the minutes of the August 13th regular meeting, SECOND by Betty Proulx and unanimously voted.
TREASURER’S REPORT – Rito Albini reported a starting balance of $6,111.80. We had expenses of $1,500.00 for the three $500.00 scholarships. The ending balance is $4,611.80.
MOTION Terry McAuliffe to accept, SECOND by Robert Smith and unanimously voted.

SECRETARY’S REPORT – There was a balance of $458.20 in the Sunshine Fund after the July meeting. In August we collected $14.00 from members, giving a big total of $472.20 in the Sunshine Fund. We voted to appropriate $100.00 to Middlebury Social Services, leaving $372.20 in the Sunshine Fund.

There didn’t appear to be any thank you’s received for scholarships,
MOTION by Terry Smith to accept, SECOND by Russell Tolles and unanimously voted.

Nominating – Tom King said the subcommittee wanted to re-recommend Peter J. Trinchero who wasn’t able to serve last time due to illness, along with Brendan Browne as a second recommendation. MOTION by Tom King, SECOND by Robert Smith and unanimously voted.
Ways and Means – Tom King said Terry Smith had talked to Dean Yimoyines for a Cocktail Party at the VYNE Restaurant on the October 10th. He encouraged members to support the ad book and attend.
MOTION by Terry Smith to appropriate $1,000.00 for the VYNE deposit, SECOND by Paul Bowler and unanimously approved.

Tom also said Shannon Cavallo was working to set up an on-line reservation system.

Tom King noted Celebrate Middlebury on Sep. 21. 
Terry McAuliffe noted an “MRTC Special” of $100.00 for a couple if members get their check in by October 1. We did this last year to encourage member attendance and commitments.
