MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING:
Robert Smith MOTIONED to accept the minutes of the December regular meeting, SECOND by John Cookson and unanimously voted.
TREASURER’S REPORT – Rito Albini reported a starting balance in October of $5,088.22. There were expenses of $66.09 for election day food and $75.00 income from the ad book. The ending balance is $5,097.13
MOTION by John Cookson to accept, SECOND by Betty Proulx and unanimously voted.

SECRETARY’S REPORT – There was a negative balance of $35.30 in the Sunshine Fund after our October meeting. We collected $22.00 in December leaving a balance of negative $13.30.
There was a letter from Town Clerk Edie Salisbury on Bernie Evans resigning as a ZBA alternate.

GUEST COMMENTS: First Selectman Ed St. John discussed the capital plan and projects planned. He mentioned multiple public information sessions to keep everyone informed. He said the town’s bond rating had improved two notches.

Guest Chris Gilbertie said he was attending our meeting as a Pomperaug HS Project.

TOWN BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS REPORTS

BOE – John Cookson welcomed Fran Brennan as a BOE member. Fran is returning as a member, taking the seat of Paul Babarik who passed away in 2018. John said contract workshops were planned to keep voters appraised. He said the budget would be presented to each town’s Finance committee. Curriculums are being updated and will be presented.
Rito Albini recommended the Middlebury members of the BOE be encouraged to attend monthly MRTC meetings to provide more information.
