George Tzepos MOTIONED to accept the minutes of the March regular meeting, SECOND by Robert Smith and unanimously voted.
TREASURER’S REPORT – Rito Albini reported a starting balance in January of $5,097.13. There was no activity. The ending balance is $5,097.13

SECRETARY’S REPORT – There was a balance of $13.70 in the Sunshine Fund after the January and February meetings. We collected $21.00 in March, leaving $34.70 in the Sunshine Fund.

BOS – Ed noted the capital plan passed.

WPCA – Robert Smith said contract was signed w/CJ Nickerson after bonding was approved.
Police – Tom King said speeding was a concern.
MRTC SUBCOMMITTEE REPORTS: 

Nominating – Tom King said candidates would be interviewed starting in May for municipal elected position openings in November. 

Tom said he wanted to start using Text Messaging for Political reminders.

Ways and Means – Italian Night Buffet. Terry Smith asked members to help set up tables and serve. Shannon Cavallo discussed raffle baskets to make extra money.
